Growing Season Begins with a Bang!

At least for some growers,
late frosts and freezes led to
sleepless nights as they tried
to prevent damage to preco-
cious-emerging buds and
shoots. Early budbreak had
occurred for many Eastern
and some Central Nebraska
growers in late April because
unusually warm weather in
early April stimulated early
budbreak. Many approaches
were employed to protect the
tender young buds and shoots,
including bonfires in the vine-
yards, use of airblast sprayers
(with and without water) and
sprinkler irrigation (see the
UNL Viticulture Program
website for details of how to
use sprinkler irrigation for

frost protection — remember for

the irrigation to be effective,

ice must be continuously freez-

ing on the vines until melted
off in the morning by the
warmth of the irrigation water,
not by the air temperature
going above 320 Although
serious loss of primary buds,
shoots, and in some cases sec-
ondary buds, have been re-
ported by several growers,
mostly in Eastern Nebraska,
Western Nebraska growers, at
least at the time of this writing
seemed to escape significant
damage. As can be often an-
ticipated, low-lying vineyards,
frequently experienced the
most serious losses (what is it
the realtors say? ‘“Location,
Location, Location!”)

In spite of these reports of
vine and crop damage, it ap-
pears that a majority of Ne-
braska vineyards received
little to no damage. Now if
we can escape the ravages of
hail, insects, diseases, wildlife
and tornados, 2005 should be
an excellent vintage. Asa
reminder to those of you ex-
periencing frequent rain
events, it will be critical for
you to vigilantly pursue a
strong program of fungicide
applications, because excess
moisture and humidity exac-
erbate problems such as Black
Rot, Phomopsis and Downy
Mildew.
